How to Create a Faux Battle Axe
Step by Step Guide

Supplies: Foamboard 3/16" thick white
24"x36" or larger, Olfa or Xacto retractible
Heavy Duty utility knife*, 1 inch Masking
Tape, scissors, pencils and markers, Elmer’s
Glue, Gorilla Glue, Cardboard core {tube])
thicker the better, scrap corrugated
cardboard as cutting base or self-healing
cutiing mat, Brushes, Acrylic Paints, water
bucket, paper towels.

*Never cut with any blade without proper aduit supervision!!

Step One: Skeich out your image onto the
foamboard. This will have to be done twice for both
sides of your 3-D weapon. To make sure both sides
maich you can cut through two layers of foamboard
at once.

Tip: you can use curved objects such as pie plates or
pot and pan covers to trace around to help make
smoother curves. Once you have nice lines go over
pencil lines with a sharpie or fine marker to show up
better.

Step Two: Using a heavy duty retractible cutier begin
cutting your axe shape out of the foamboard on top
of scrap cardboard or cutiing surface. Be careful that
you cut slowly and always have adult supervision
whenever cutting. 7ip - never cut towards your body,
hand, or leqg. always lock the blade when cutting, and
always retract the blade completely after use.

Step Three: To make a realistic 3-D blade I like to
create a bend in the blade. This can be done by
cutting and gouging out a noich in the back side of
the foamboard, by cutting through one surface at an
angle. This leaves the outside surface paper on one
side and allows that surface to bend inward, the end
result is really cool. Tip - extend the blade about 1-
174" and lfock. angle the cutter inward while cutting
